Have a communications or media related professor submit a letter of recommendation.

¢ Letter of recommendation from communications professor.

¢ Academic excellence and financial need

¢ If applying for Press Club internship, an interview with the executive director

¢ Students will be notified of scholarship decisions in June.

FOLLOW UP

¢ Upon selection, submit a recent photo of yourself, head and shoulders, to be distributed with a news
release if you are selected for a scholarship. Also a list of newspapers/publications to which you would
like such a release sent.

¢ Journalism Foundation scholarship winners: You will need to have your university confirm your fall
enrollment prior to receiving your scholarship.

¢ Summer Internship Scholarship winners: Upon completion of your internship, send to the Press Club a

one-page summary of your internship experience and your internship supervisor must complete and return
the Student Internship Evaluation form that will be provided by the Press Club.
